l	 Have you experienced abuse 

or violence because of who 
you are or because of who 
someone thinks you are?   
Report it.

l	 Was the abuse or violence 
aimed at you based on 
disability, race, religion, 
transgender identity or 
sexual orientation?   
Report it.

l	 Was the abuse or violence 
directed against someone 
else but you saw or heard it? 
Report it.

l	 If you are distressed about 
the incident and want 
something done about 
what happened then don’t 
let it go. Often hate crimes 
grow from seemingly small 
incidents. 
Report it.
